Jones is the MC, lead guitarist and lead vocalist of the Surly Jones experi-
ence. Freaky eats, lives and breathes Rock & Roll. And it shows in every 
performance that he believes music is nothing without the raw emotion 
and passion of a full-on, explosive assault on the senses. No two Surly 
Jones’ shows are the same with this unpredictable, spirited frontman.

When Freaky put this band together he knew not just anyone would cut it. 
Longtime bandmates Alice and Dusty take on backing vocals and rhythm 
guitar and bass duties respectively. These two veterans of the rock music 
scene, along with Coach Jones on the drums, are the core of this Rock & Roll 
machine. The girl they call the “Surly Jones Parade”, Da�nee Jones, is the 
band’s secret weapon. Constantly mobile on her custom S.J. roller-skates, 
Da�nee is the sweet in this sweet and sour combination of melodic pop 
and heavy guitar rock band. On the keyboards or on lead vocals this 
blooming super-star has the talent and personality of performers twice her 
age.
